TEAM LEADER INSTRUCTIONS
1. Check-in hours are 3:00 PM – 6:00 PM from Sunday – Tuesday. 
2. Groups will not be allowed to check in after 6:00 PM!  Please plan your travel to allow enough time for emergencies! 
3. Check – out –  Any day but all must depart no later than 9:00 AM on Saturday.
4. There must be one adult (25 yrs & older) per 10 youth of the same gender (i.e. one adult male for every 10 male youth and one adult female for every 10 female youth.)
5. We do not provide transportation.  The Mission Group Packet had a list of car rental companies for those groups who may be traveling by train or plane.

6. Group orientation will take place in our dining room upon arrival.
7. We will NOT supply ice chest or coolers  – we will provide the ice!
8. Food is NOT allowed in sleeping areas!!!!!  Please help us with this – we want to avoid any and all “uninvited guests”!

9. Make sure all participants have health insurance. You can contact any local insurance company to get short term health insurance, if needed.

10. Make sure you have a medical release form for all members of your mission 

team. 
11. Please review with your mission team our Ministry Center Regulations.
12. Mission teams will be assigned duties during their stay.  All group members are responsible for cleaning up their own plates, cups, napkins, and area after meal times.  This includes empting the trash and wiping down tables. 
13. Please ask your team members to keep personal items in their rooms and not leave them lying around the dining area. 

14. Team members are expected to clean their room upon check-out. This includes sweeping and picking up all trash in the room. We do have janitorial service to clean the bath areas and common areas once a week. 
15.  10:30 pm is LIGHTS OUT! Be considerate of others! Breakfast starts at 6:00AM!  

16.  Our staff conducts Devotion time at 7:30 AM, Monday – Friday.    ALL team members are expected to attend. No sack lunch preparation, packing, loading, cleaning or any other activity will be allowed at this time.  Groups preparing to leave will not be checked out during devotion time.

HOUSING REGULATIONS

BEHAVIOR:

1.  Alcohol and smoking are not allowed. 

2.  No males in female rooms and no females in 

    male rooms! No Exceptions!

3.  Foul or profane language is not allowed. 

4.  No balls or rough housing in Activity Center.

    This room will used for mission group

    meetings and devotionals only.

5.  The dining area may also be used for team 

    meetings. There are computers and internet 

    available in this area. TV may be available.

6.  There may be other groups during 

    your stay. Some groups have to leave early 

    for their mission site. Therefore, we 

    consider 10:30 PM as lights out. 

PUBLIC AREAS:

1. All groups will be responsible for keeping 

   Bathrooms, Activity Center and Dining area

   clean.

2. Respect other groups who may be meeting in a 

   public area.

3. Absolutely no throwing or tossing of any 

   sports balls inside the building.

4. All outside doors will be locked and secured 

   at 10:30 PM. No one is allowed outside after 

   this time.

SLEEPING QUARTERS:

1. No food or drinks are allowed in the sleeping 

   quarters except water.
2. Be mindful that the walls are not sound proof!
